If a student/pupil has received Pupil Premium or has been entitled to school meals in the past, it does not mean that this funding will automatically continue should they join Woodside Park School. Local Authorities often state this expenditure is included in the school fee.

Parents should check with their LAs to see if the funding will continue once a pupil has been offered a placement at Woodside Park School. 

At Woodside Park School, all pupils have access to cooked meals, daily, free of charge.
